Rapid Number Recall 
Rapid number recall is based on the belief that if children 

have rapid recall of key facts in maths, they will find all 

other areas of the maths curriculum much easier. For ex-

ample, when being asked to find out the fraction of an 

amount, if they have good understanding of their multi-

plication facts, they will find this much easier.  

The program is based on a series of steps, and within 

each step there are several objectives.  Your child’s 

teacher will initially tell your child where they will start 

and then they will work through the steps in order.  

You will find the step that your child is working on, and 

the target within that step, in their reading journal, along 

with ideas about how you can help them to achieve this 

target. Children will also have time to practice these in 

school, but obviously the more help they get the quicker 

they will achieve! 

Each target has a 24 question quiz that children will be 

asked to complete daily. When they can get 100% three 

times, children will move on to the next target.  The pro-
gress your child is making will be recorded in their read-

ing diaries so that you can share their successes with 

them.
