In English this term we will 

be looking at WW1 poet-

ry, letters and diaries.

bed key vocabulary and 

grammar in specific 

writing genres.  

Maths 

In maths, we will be con-

tinuing to learn about 

addition and subtraction, 

as well as multiplication 

and division. Although 

we will be practising our 

multiplication facts in 

school, the quicker the 

children can recall these 

facts, the easier they will 

find the whole maths cur-

riculum. Please encourage 

your child to practise these 

at home so they can can 

enjoy our weekly times ta-

ble tester on a Monday, 

too.  

Please also keep practicing 

rapid number recall facts 

with your child. It helps 

them make further pro-

gress when their number 

knowledge is secure. Thank 

you. 

Remember:  

 PE kits need to be in 

school every day. 

 Reading diaries will be 

checked every Wednes-

day. 

 Spelling test is every Fri-

day. Please support your 

child in learning their 

spellings. Children will 

often be asked to learn a 

rule to apply to their 

spellings.  

 Children will have men-

tal maths and writing 

targets glued into their 

learning diaries. Times 

table are also expected to 

be practiced every 

week.  

 Please can you ensure 

that your child always 

has an old shirt/apron 

in their PE bag for art 

and design lessons, as 

they can get quite 

messy!

Our topic work this term is 

local history, with a focus 

on the Victorian era.  Our 

science topic is  sound. We 

will look closely at why pop 

music is so enjoyable. In RE, 

our topic is ‘What makes a 

leader worth following?’

Our DT topic will be Victorian 

jewellery, which we will look 

at and take inspiration from in 

order to make our own.   

In music, we will follow our 

Charanga programme and 

practise our beautiful singing.

Parent information  

In Key Stage 2 , children must really try hard to learn their 

times tables, as this will help in their everyday maths les-

sons. We do a times tables tester on a Monday morning, 

which is a fun way to check our progress  and  encourages 
children to be quick with their recall.  

Rapid number recall is  another way we  keep  children flu-

ent with number facts, and they should be practicing 

maths which relates to their particular step at home. This 
information will be relayed to you through your child’s  

learning diary.  

For times table practice, there are many apps and web-

sites.

We expect children to read at least 5 times a week. Please 

record this in your child’s journal so that we are able to see 

the extent to which they are engaging with reading. Read-

ing has a huge bearing on  a child’s grasp of grammar and 
improves their vocabulary infinitely.

When reading together, talk to your child about what they 
have read. Ask them to make  a prediction.  Ask them to 

show  you how they know, by pointing out where in the 

text they found the information.
