Some of the areas we will be
looking at this year are:

Relative clauses beginning
with who, which, where,
when, whose, that, or an
omitted relative pronoun (for
example: The teacher, who
has been teaching for a long
time, is looking forward to
the new school year).

Indicating degrees of possibil-
ity using adverbs [for exam-
ple, perhaps, surely] or modal
verbs [for example, might,
should, will, must] adverbials
of time [for example, later],
place [for example, nearby]
and number [for example,
secondly].
