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English and Maths

English

During the term we will be writ-
ing recounts using first person
and the past tense and describ-
ing how we feel. We will also be
writing a newspaper article
about our fun day in school. The
children will be focusing on
writing for a different audience
and performing poems. They
will be looking at well known po-
ems and use them to practice
performing.

Maths

During the term the chil-
dren will revisiting the 4
number operations. They
will be using arrays to sup-
port their learning on mul-
tiplication, using sharing
techniques to hep them to
divide, and they will be us-
ing place value to add and
subtract bigger numbers.

Over the half term the
children will also be revisit-
ing shape and time.

Science: What can we hear at the seaside?

We will be describing different ways of making a
sound and investigating what happens when a sound
gets closer. The children will be controlling sounds
to make them louder and quieter and explore dif-
ferent ways of making sounds. The children will

have fun making instruments.

Computing

The children will be using the
'Scratch’ software to practice pro-

gramming. The children will be learn-
ing how to use the cut and paste tool and
layer different things together. They will

also be recording sound.

Homework

In order to support your
child with their learning
we encourage parents to
hear their child read and
write a comment in their
Learning Journal. This
makes a big difference in
the children’s ability to
understand the meaning
of tricky words and de-
code words that are un-
familiar.
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Please remember to write
any learning you do with
your child in their Learn-
ing Journal.

It is also helpful to prac-
tice the 2, 5 and 10 times
table in order for your
child to become fluent
and multiplying.
